・ those who go to school in Yao and work in Yao. 

 

○About the Library Card 
You need to apply for a library card when you use the library for the first 
time. 
You can apply for it at the counter. You need some identification with your 
name and current address (e.g. driving licence, national insurance 
certificate, student card). 
There is an application form at the counter. 
Please fill in the blank spaces such as name, address, date of birth and 
telephone number. 

※ Children aged under 6years do not need to show their identi
fication to prove their address.

○About Lending 
You can borrow up to 10 books within 2 weeks, 1 video tape and 3 CDs 
within a week..Please take the materials you want to borrow with your 
library card to the counter. You can borrow up to 10 materials on your 
card. In total at the public library and mobile library(includes video tapes 
and CDs). 
※There are no video tapes and CDs in Yao Library. 
 

○About Returning 
Please return borrowed materials to the counter. You can return borrowed 
books inany library in Yao-city. If the library is closed, books may be left 
in the return box. 

 ※Video tapes and CDs must be returned to the counter where you  
    borrowed them. 
 ※A loan period can be extended when you cannot return books within  
   your loan period. Please contact the library. A loan period will be  
   extended 2weeks from the day you contact us, but you cannot extend a  
   loan period when a loan period is over.

○About the Photocopy Service 
You can photocopy if you use it for the purposes of examination based on 
31lines of writing text(less than half of a document). Please request 
photocopy service at the counter. The staff will photocopy for you. 
※Video tapes and CDs cannot be copied. 
 
 
 
 
 

○About Reservation 
Please reserve materials when the book you want to read is a loan or it is 
not in stock. We will contact you if a book you reserve is available. Please 
collect it within a week from the day we contact you. You can reserve 10 
books, 1 video tape, 3 CDs. You can reserve them at the counter and by 
phone. 
※You may have to wait for a long time if the materials have many  
 requests for reservations. 
※We will contact you by phone. We will leave a message or tell a member  
 of your household. 
※We will only tell the title of books if a person who reserve them answers  
 the phone.  
※Magazines, video tapes, CDs can be reserved if those materials are in  
 stock in the library.  
※Current issues of a magazine can be reserved as soon as they reach a  
 counter.
